Connections Through Culture (CTC) was established in Southeast Asia (SEA) to
provide grants to nationals of the UK, Indonesia, Malaysia, Myanmar, and Thailand
from the following groups:

Artists, cultural professionals, and creative practitioners
Art and cultural organisations, hubs, networks, and collectives.

We are delighted to announce that the 2022 grant application is open from 8
September to 23 October 2022 and we look forward to receiving your proposals.

The primary objective of CTC is to support new connections, exchanges, and collaborations
between the UK and Southeast Asia that build long-term relationships among artists, creative
practitioners, and art and cultural organisations, hubs, networks, and collectives.

With global travel in 2022 slowly recovering, we're now launching the grants to support UK
and SEA countries’ applicants to work collaboratively on digital, face to face, and/or
hybrid artistic projects.

UK-SEA Scoping and Research
Grants

Up to £2,000

Support scoping new initiative for arts
and cultural collaboration and research
between UK and Southeast Asia
countries (Indonesia, Malaysia,
Myanmar and Thailand).

Open to new applicants and previous
CTC UK-SEA grantees (2019, 2020 and
2021) who plans to explore new UK-
SEA collaborations.



What is the grant for?

The grant should be used to support the process to develop new projects with artistic
expression or creativity at the core and that will result in collaborative activities including
artistic and creative exchange of either skills, knowledge and practice or the co-production
towards new artistic and creative content. Various approaches can be employed such as art
residencies, exhibitions, performances and showcases, publications, webinars, and
conferences, among others.

We encourage participation of organisations and individuals from wide geographical locations
from England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland of UK.

A budget breakdown for the project will need to be provided and costs may include artistic
fees to cover the costs of key personnel working on the project, as well as any additional
staffing costs that are required specifically for the project. Other costs such as materials or
travels required for the execution of the project may also be included.

Who is not eligible to apply?

Not for academic institutions
Not for funding bodies
Not for Southeast Asian nationals living outside of Southeast Asia

Not for UK individuals based/living outside of the United Kingdom unless
temporarily living but retaining a home address in the United Kingdom and defined
by Her Majesty’s Revenue & Customs as ‘resident the in the UK’ for tax — see

Not for existing projects which have received fundings from other British Council
programmes.

What costs are ineligible?

Organisational overheads and general running costs
Inputs which are the subject of a contribution in kind
VAT which the beneficiary is able to reclaim

What is the application process?

The application site will be open for five weeks from 8 September to 23 October 2022. All applications
must be done through the Submittable site.

How will my application be assessed?

All applications will be evaluated by the British Council based on the following criteria and
weighting.

Partnerships - The project proposal is mutually and equally benefitting 25%
both UK and SEA applicants.

Management - The project proposal is well planned and resourced and 25%
demonstrates equitable use of the budget between the UK and Southeast
Asia applicants.

Relevance - The project proposal addresses equality, diversity, inclusion, 25%
or environmental sustainability.

Quality - The project proposal is of a high artistic/creative quality and is 25%
innovative in its approach.

Total 100%

Our cross-cutting themes of inclusive practices (gender, Equality, Diversity and Inclusion
(EDI), safeguarding) and equitable access (via digital and/or education technologies),
should be addressed and embedded in all proposals for projects.

Minimum eligibility conditions

To be assessed, your application must meet the following conditions:

a) A complete application (including project budget and timeline, CV(s) and letters of
support) should be received by 23 October 2022 in

b) Each application must comprise of at least one (1) UK applicant and one (1) Southeast
Asia applicant.

Thailand: Due to our office’s foundation status in Thailand, grants can only be
processed through the Thai partner (Lead Applicant or Counterpart Applicant) of
the CTC UK-Thailand grants.

c) Organisations should be registered in the UK or in any of the four Southeast Asia
countries (Indonesia, Malaysia, Myanmar and Thailand).

d) Project proposal should have a timeline ending no later than 30 June 2023.

FAQs

Can an individual or organisation be part of more than one application?

Yes. However if successful, only one grant per individual/organisation will be
awarded.

Can all art forms/practices apply?

e Yes.

Can groups/collectives apply?

Yes. A group from Southeast Asia can apply with a group from the UK. One
individual will need to be named as the Lead Applicant, and one as the
Counterpart Applicant. The Lead Applicant will be responsible for managing the
grant.

Can this be for a multi-country project? E.g. a group of people from
across Southeast Asia applying together to collaborate with individuals /
a group from the UK?

Yes, with the focus on the exchange being mutual.

Can CTC be used to support an existing project which has received
funding from other British Council programmes?

No. CTC grant must support a new collaboration, however, it may support new
ideas, interventions, or processes inspired from existing projects, and will be
reviewed based on the four criteria set for this open call.

Can British Council support with additional funding?

British Council will not be able to support with any additional funding. Please
ensure that additional funding details (if any) are clearly mentioned in your
proposal. Successful applicants are however encouraged to seek funding from
other external sources.

What support can | expect?



During the application period via the we welcome
and encourage applications from candidates who require support workers
(someone who supports you to be independent) such as sign language
interpreters, personal assistant support, communication support workers, etc.
Please submit the format of application which is most accessible to you using your
support workers as necessary, to ensure we receive it in proficient written or
spoken English. Please email us at ctc@britishcouncil.org to discuss alternative
application formats.

There is a section in the application where you have the opportunity to let us know
about the kind of access support you may require to complete the activity in the
grant. E.g. this could include a translator or interpreter to ensure smooth
communication. If needed, applications should include access support in their
budget.

The activity, upon confirmation, is expected to be self-directed. However, if
selected for a CTC grant, British Council staff based in Southeast Asia and the UK
can offer support in discussing your idea. This could be helping you think through
certain aspects of your project, or connecting you with those outside of your
network.

Please note that successful applicants will be required to report about their
projects/activities using forms provided by the British Council. All grant
notifications, disbursements, and evaluation will be done online.

Grantees will also be asked to give a final public presentation at the end of the
project, to be shaped during the delivery of the project.

There will be a sharing session among grantees in June/July 2023. Details to be
confirmed.

What if the project plans to work with those under 18, or with vulnerable
adults?

In the application form you will be able to declare if your project is planning to work
with these groups. If you plan to, you then can provide details such as age group,
do they have special vulnerabilities, how do you plan to work with them etc. If your
project is selected, we will run a webinar for you on how to complete a risk
assessment, the British Council’s child protection policy, and our adults at risk
policy. You will need to sign these documents. For further reading, please see the
